brings together women activists 

“Oasis of Peace,” Israel: A delegation of prominent American women activists are on a mission to end the violence in Israel-Palestine. Actress/Activist Jane Fonda and Eve Ensler, the Vagina Monologues are visiting the “Oasis of Peace” to hear from Palestinian and Jewish women who live in Neve Shalom/Wahat Al-Salam, the only village in Israel where families are living, working and raising their children together.

As apart of a three day visit to the region, Fonda and Ensler are meeting with Israeli and Palestinian women to discuss strategies for ending the violence, joint peace initiatives, promoting women’s status, and involving concerned Americans in peace-building.  Israeli and Palestinian activists will discuss their urgent need for women's security, equality, justice and peace. 

Illustrating that mutual respect, trust, and dialogue can exist between Palestinians and Jews, Neve Shalom (Hebrew), Wahat Al-Salam (Arabic), the “Oasis of Peace” is the only village in Israel where Jews and Palestinians have chosen to live side by side for over 20 years.  Located midway between Jerusalem and Tel Aviv, the democratically governed community currently consists of fifty families, half Jewish-Israeli and half Palestinian-Israeli.  Its School for Peace has brought over 30,000 Jewish and Palestinian youth and adults together in conflict management workshops, and has developed unique leadership programs for Palestinian and Jewish women. The Bruno Hussar Pluralistic Spiritual Center at Neve Shalom/Wahat Al-Salam brings together Jews and Palestinians to discuss spiritual dimensions that stand as alternatives to conflict.

V-Day is a global movement to stop violence against women and girls. V-Day promotes creative events to increase awareness, raise money, and revitalize the spirit of existing anti-violence organizations. V-Day generates broader attention for the fight to stop worldwide violence against women and girls. V-Day provides funding to create and nurture innovative programs to stop the violence.
