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Jews and Palestinians prove it is possible to live together

The residents of Neve Shalom/Wahat al-Salam, the only joint Jewish-Palestinian village in Israel, stand united in their conviction that Jews and Arabs can live together. For thirty years, the residents of the “Oasis of Peace” (in Hebrew and Arabic) have lived, worked and raised their children together.
